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Pros and Cons of Facebook 
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When Mark Zuckerberg formed Facebook in 2004, he had no idea how big it would actually become, and how big a debate the pros and cons of Facebook would spark. Along with a few of his friends at Harvard University, Zuckerberg created Facebook to fulfill the purpose of a college yearbook. Within a few months more and more people joined the community, and today Facebook has more than 500 million users all over the world. In January of this year, Facebook also became the second most visited website in the United States.


In simple terms, Facebook is a social networking website where each user joins the community and connects with their friends virtually. Connected members can share information, pictures, videos and also use the Facebook instant messenger facility. A member creates a profile for himself and uploads anything he/she wants, and all his connected friends can view this data at any time. 

The Privacy Issue

All this information sharing has brought the privacy issue to the fore, with many people vehemently claiming that Facebook is a gross violation of an individual's privacy. Though this is true to a certain extent, it is also true that one is a member of Facebook by choice. · You can keep in touch with your friends, no matter how far apart you'll are physically.

· You can keep your friends and family members updated about what is happening in your life.

· You can promote yourself and any other work that you do.

· You can make many new like minded friends by joining various groups and communities.

· You can share your favorite music and videos with your friends.

· You can play many different games and use many different applications.

· You can communicate with your friends at any time you want.

To balance out these advantages, there are bound to be some cons of Facebook as well, and these are what deter many people from joining Facebook. 

· You will get bombarded with unwanted friend requests from many unknown people.

· Your friends and family members will be able to snoop around and know what is happening in your life at all times.

· Your pictures could be misused.

· You might mistakenly befriend an individual with dishonorable intentions.

· You will get unwanted newsfeeds about every single activity that your friends perform on Facebook.

· Your friends will get newsfeeds about every single activity that you perform as well.

· You will get bombarded by spam and annoying advertisements from time to time.

· You will witness unnecessary dramatization of unimportant occurrences in your friends' lives.

Teacher killed herself after ex-boyfriend posted naked pictures of her on Facebook

A British teacher working in the Middle East was found dead after her ex-boyfriend posted naked pictures of her on Facebook, an inquest heard today.

Emma Jones, 24, who was working in an international school in Abu Dhabi, feared she could be jailed in the Muslim country over the photos.

The inquest heard she drank poisonous cleaning fluid as she was packing to leave to return to Britain.

Miss Jones’s mother Louise Rowlands told the hearing her daughter was distressed after Jamie Brayley posted the pictures on the internet.

Mrs Rowlands, 41, said: ‘He put a memory stick in the computer and copied some indecent images of Emma.

‘He put them on her Facebook and she said she was accused of prostitution by a man working at the school.’

Miss Jones, a Greenwich University graduate, had worked at the International School of Choueifat in Khalifa City in Abu Dhabi since 2008, teaching eight-year-olds.

But the inquest heard a man called George working in the IT department at the school had seen the pictures - and she feared he would report it to the authorities.
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Mrs Rowlands said: ‘Emma and George didn't get on at all. She said she had to get away.’

Emma told her mother she feared she would be jailed in the strict Arabic country.

Mrs Rowlands said: ‘She was crying, she was breaking her heart. I said, “Emma, whatever it is can't be that bad. Just come home”.’

But Emma told her mother: ‘I can't leave the country, they will throw me in jail.’

The inquest in Cardiff heard Miss Jones, of Caerphilly, South Wales, had also confided in her flat mate, Iranian teacher Mona Moshki.

Moshki, 29, found her collapsed in their apartment and called an ambulance, but medics failed to save her. 

Her passport was found in her jeans pocket and her clothes were lying on her bed ready for packing.

Former boyfriend IT consultant Mr Brayley described Mrs Rowlands' claims as ‘complete fantasy’.
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 He admitted he had used Miss Jones’s computer but denied he had ever downloaded private photographs of her.

He said: ‘Emma never sent me any indecent images. She wasn't that type of character.’

Deputy assistant coroner Thomas Atherton said he did not believe Mr Brayley was to blame for Ms Jones’s death.

The inquest heard Abu Dhabi police suspected suicide and ruled out foul play.

Pathologist Dr Thomas Hockey performed a post mortem examination at Llandough Hospital, near Cardiff, to confirm Miss Jones died after drinking a corrosive substance.

Mr Atherton said he could not be sure Miss Jones meant to kill herself and recorded an open verdict.

He said she may have accidentally drunk cleaning fluid from an unlabelled container, mistakenly believing it was water.

He said: ‘For whatever reason Emma expressed concern she was about to be arrested and put in prison.

‘She agreed the best course of action was to leave Abu Dhabi and return to Britain. Her clothes were out and her passport was in her pocket. That's not someone who is contemplating suicide.’

Speaking at the time of Ms Jones’s death, her mother said: ‘She was so happy and just wanted to enjoy life.

‘Emma loved it there with the children. One of her sayings was, “There are sayers and doers”. She was a doer.’
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
